Flatten and bundle, no larger than  

75 x 75 x 20 cm (30”x30”x8”).  

 Place inside or beside your fibre bin.

Remove any plastic inserts or wrap.

 Rigid polystyrene (#6)

• Gable top & Tetra-Pak
