Delegations and Appointments 
 
Business Arising from the Minutes 
 
Crossroad Villages Project 
Mayor Mayberry advised that a similar initiative was undertaken in Zorra. It was suggested 
that names be gathered and forwarded to the museum, and that the project be promoted in 
the next SWOX Talks Newsletter and Village Voice. The Committee discussed working in 
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partnership with the museum and requesting residents to provide photos and stories of the 
crossroad villages. A response request through Facebook was considered.  
 
Engage and Inform Committee 2026 Budget 
The Committee agreed that $1,000 be provided to the Brownsville Hall Board for their 
Family Fun Day event. It was further noted that the other four villages with a community 
centre should be advised that $1,000 is available to them for a public community event. This 
will be announced at the next Council meeting. 
 
SWOX Township Fare 
There are currently 18 registrants from within SWOX, and the Committee discussed 
participation from some organizations/companies located outside SWOX who registered. 
Mayor Mayberry will follow up with the Oxford Historical Society to determine whether they 
can collaborate with the Beachville District Museum. 
 
Promotion for the event will be arranged on the Brownsville sign, and outreach will be made 
regarding the Salford, Sweaburg Lions, and the Beachville Legion signs. 
 
It was requested that the Township reserve two tables at the event: one designated for the 
Engage & Inform Committee and 2026 Election information, and a second table dedicated 
to organics and waste education materials and flyers. This request is tentative pending final 
registration numbers, as a table may be required for a business vendor. 
 
ReuseApalooZaha 
The event date is confirmed for April 25, 2026, and the Brownsville Pavilion has been 
booked.  
 
Rain barrels and black and green composters will be available for purchase. The Clerk is 
authorized to purchase five green cones, five rain barrels, and five black composters from 
the County to sell at the event. Mayor Mayberry will follow up with the County regarding a fat 
separator for anyone seeking additional information or interested in purchasing.   
 
Frequently asked questions regarding waste and recycling will be prepared, and the event 
information will be included in the next newsletter. 
 
The Clerk is also authorized to outsource the laminating of six waste and organics signs for 
the community centres.
